In the 1970s and 1980s, the Deutsche Reichsbahn (DR) added a total of 1.279 Bmhe mid-entry  
coaches to its fleet, which were built in the eponymous Raw Halberstadt. With a length of  
26.40 meters, these passenger coaches reached a top speed of 140 km/h. Contrary to their intended
use in express trains and local services, they were mainly used as international express train coaches 
in their early days. Originally, the coaches were only equipped with 2nd class. After the 
reunification of Germany, the DR, in its efforts to meet the demands of its customers, converted 
some of the middle compartments of the coaches to first class and replaced the rest with 
contemporary furniture. A sample of the modernized carriages was completed as early as 1991 
and was given the AByu type designation, which coined the term “y-carriage” for all middle-en-
try carriages converted in this way. Following the fall of the Berlin Wall, numerous coaches were 
also loaned to the Deutsche Bundesbahn. After DB AG used the Halberstadt mid-entry coaches as 
passenger coaches for the last time at the end of 2015, it sold many of them to Hungary and other 
south-eastern European countries.
